3. Teach children to make eye contact with drivers before crossing in front of them. 
4. Always walk on sidewalks or paths. If there are no sidewalks, walk facing traffic as 

far to the left as possible. Children should walk on direct routes with the fewest street 
crossings. 

5. Watch for cars that are turning or backing up. Teach children to never dart out into 
the street or cross between parked cars. 

6. Parents should accompany children while they trick or treat. 

We want to remind drivers to be especially careful on the roadways during the Halloween 
weekend. Keep an eye out for pedestrians and obey traffic laws. 
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
